Notes and conditions for those applying for funding

Please ensure that you have read the notes below before applying.
Round 11 Grant Application Form for Online Projects
For this round, grants are available for individuals, groups or organisations who are interested in applying for a small community grant of up to £500. 
In response to the current circumstances, we have decided to deliver Round 11 of the Community Grants in a slightly different format. Small grants of up to £500 are available for individual residents, groups or organisations to apply to deliver online projects aimed at benefitting residents from the Aylesbury and surrounding area. We are particularly keen to support projects with a focus on supporting community connection and resilience during the current pandemic, as well as projects that celebrate local diversity and community cohesion as part of Black History Season.
Deadline
For Round 11, all completed grant applications must be submitted by Monday, 26 October at 5pm. Any applications submitted after this date will not be considered.
Finance

Anyone who is successful in their grant application will need to provide accurate evidence of expenditure and produce original receipts. Payment will be made into the group or individual’s bank account by BACS.
If your application is successful, you will receive a funding agreement letter. Once we have received a signed copy of this agreement, we will issue payment.

We do advise you to apply for the grant well in advance of your project as it can take several weeks for the funding to be approved and released by the panel.

So that we can support as many groups and organisations as possible, we are unable to consider an application for the same project more than twice in a year. We cannot guarantee continued funding.
Online projects
Please note that all projects applied for within Round 11 of Aylesbury Community Grants must be delivered online in light of current restrictions. We will not consider applications for projects delivered in person at this stage. 
Working with young people and vulnerable adults

If your project involves working with children or young people who will not be under parental supervision, or vulnerable adults, you and anyone else working on the project will need to have a current and satisfactory Disclosure and Barring Service (DBS) check. DBS checks will need to be done before the project begins, so please ensure this fits into your timescale. 
Who decides if you get the money?

The Aylesbury Community Grants (ACG) Panel will assess your application and if they feel that it successfully meets all criteria, they may decide to award you a grant. You will receive feedback on your application within two weeks of the panel meeting.

Conditions

All ACG recipients are required to complete an evaluation form at the end of the project. A template will be provided to you to complete and we ask that you include photographs that have consent from participants. If you do not complete an evaluation form, then this may mean that the Panel may decide not to consider any future ACG applications that you make. 

If the timescale for the event/goods funded by the grant differs from that in the original application, please contact an ACG panel member to confirm that the money can still be spent. The ACG panel reserves the right to withhold funding at its discretion, until the proposal is reconsidered.

What we will fund

· Activities that benefit residents from the Aylesbury and surrounding area.

· Activities that deliver positive outcomes for residents and the wider community.

· For this round, we would like to encourage applications that promote community cohesion, celebrate diversity and encourage community resilience and connection. 
What we will not fund

· The ACG will not necessarily pay for your time; it will be considered if professional fees can be paid subject to the best value criteria.
· Activities that do not benefit residents from the Aylesbury and surrounding area.
· Only two applications to the ACG may be made in any financial year to ensure that other local groups can benefit from this scheme.
· We will not fund the same project/activity twice.
